NEW CURIOSITY AT LET SHOP

The newest occupants to Blackburn LET project at 65, King William Street, are Action Factory Community Arts.  The three week residency entitled ‘The New Curiosity Shop’ runs from Thursday 24th February until Saturday 12th March and will involve the company in workshops with local people to create objects, recordings and film work for a final exhibition and performance evening on Saturday 12th March. Action Factory have been based in Blackburn for twenty five years and have a unique way of bringing people together to create unusual events and ways of celebrating.  The New Curiosity Shop will be a project that grows throughout the three weeks, with shelves devoted to ‘things that money can’t buy’ as well as ‘things that should be preserved’ and ‘things that we have lost.’  Visitors will also be invited to ‘spin a yarn’ and contribute ideas for the final celebration event.

The project is the latest in a series to occupy the LET shop, which was previously Vall Hall Jewellers.  ‘The New Curiosity Shop’ is part of Creativity Works’ LET (Liberating Empty Terrain) Project which uses empty shops and town centre spaces to showcase creative industries and develop artistic practice. It is funded by Arts Council England through The National Lottery Fund, and through DCLG Empty Shops Initiative which provided funds to each local authority to put empty shops to creative use at a time of recession.
